1. The RTI application is dated 19.10.2020 vide which the appellant has sought information: 
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as enumerated in his RTI application. First Appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority 
(FAA) on 24.11.2020 and Second Appeal was filed in the Commission on 28.12.2020 under 
Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005. The case was last heard on 1.11.2022.

Jagroop Singh, SDO, O&M Cell Zone C, has personally attested each page during 
this hearing. The appellant states that the information pertaining to point no. 2 and 3 of this RTI 
application is incomplete.  
 
3. The respondent PIO, states that the information would lie with the Agenda Branch of the MC, 
Ludhiana and the Accounts Branch. The appellant is advised to prefer brief RTI applications to 
said branches to obtain this information. The PIO, Agenda Branch, MC, Ludhiana and PIO-cum-
DCFA, MC, Ludhiana, are advised to deal with the RTI application submitted by this appellant 
within the stipulated period of 30 days.
