ORDER

This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 20.9.2022 vide
which the case was adjourned for 10.10.2022 but due to administrative reasons, the case

could not be heard on the said date and further adjourned for today.
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The appellant has sought the following information as per his RTl application:-
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3. The appellant submits that the directions may be issued to the respondent-Public
Information Officer to supply the complete information. However, the representative of the
respondents submits that the information pertaining to Point No. 1 of the RTI application
has already been supplied to the appellant. With regard to other points, the representative
of the respondents submits that the same relates to other departments i.e. Block
Development and Panchayats Officer , Ajnala (Point No. 2), Industries Department (Point
No. 3), Animal Husbandary, Punjab (Point No. 4), Punjab Labour Commissioner (Point No. 5
to 9) and Punjab Pollution Control Board (Point No. 10 to 12) so nothing can be supplied to
the appellant in this regard. He further submits that he can also file an affidavit that the
information pertaining to Point No. 1 has been supplied to the appellant as per official
record with which the appellant agreed to. The respondent-Public Information Officer
further assured that an affidavit will be sent to the appellant within two weeks.

3. It is appropriate to consider the instructions issued by the Ministry of Personnel,
Public Grievances & Pensions, Department of Personnel & Training No. 10/2/2008-IR dated
12.6.2008 to transfer the RTI application of the appellant under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act,
2005 to ‘public authority’ and not to the ‘public authorities’.

4. Keeping in view the above, the Commission is of the view that no further action is
required to be taken in this case. Hence, the case is disposed of and closed. However, the
appellant is at liberty to approach the Commission within four weeks in case he does not
receive the same.
