ORDER:
(To be read in continuity with earlier orders on 2.12.2022)

1. The RTI application is dated 4.3.2022 vide which the appellant has sought information:-
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as enumerated in his RTI application. First Appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority
(FAA) on 10.6.2022 and Second Appeal was filed in the Commission on 16.8.2022 under
Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005. The case was last heard on 2.12.2022.
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2. Both parties are present. The respondent PIO-cum-SSP, Patiala, in a reply to the Show
Cause Notice issued to him on 17.10.2022, states that consent for disclosure of information
regarding his Caste Certificate, was sought from Constable Lovkesh, who has refused consent.
The appellant was duly informed of this vide Letter No. 791 Dated 8.5.2022 and earlier vide
Letter No. 525 Dated 28.3.2022. Subsequently, the FAA vide Letter No. 23088 Dated
28.6.2022, also upheld the PI1O’s decision to deny the information.

3. The Commission has examined the RTI application and is of the view that the requested
information, by way of a certified copy of the Schedule Caste Certificate of a Constable working
in the office of SSP, Patiala, qualifies as personal information and that the PIO had rightly
denied said information.

4. However, in his RTI application Dated 4.3.2023, the appellant Sh. Sohan Singh had levelled
allegations questioning the authenticity of the Scheduled Caste Certificate, submitted by
Constable Sh. Lovkesh S/o Sh. Jhanda Singh, at the time of his recruitment in the Punjab Police
in the year 2019. Accordingly, the PIO-cum-SSP, Patiala is hereby directed to confirm the
validity of aforesaid Caste Certificate submitted by Constable Lovkesh at his own level, and
submit a report to the Commission within 15 days of receipt of this Order.

5. This Appeal is accordingly Disposed of.
