4. The respondent PIO, License Branch, Zone-C, MC, Ludhiana, is herewith directed to submit 
a list of all pending RTI applications in his office along with date, receipt and date on which reply 
was sent. This must be submitted to the Commission within Ten days of receipt of this Order.
