filed a complaint under Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005 to the Commission on 8.9.2022. Notice
was issued to the parties for first hearing in the Commission on 6.12.2022.
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2. Both parties are present. The complainant states that his main objective is to obtain the
information and that he has already deposited a sum of Rs. 3,450.00 as copying costs, on a
demand raised by the respondent PIO. Despite that, he states, no information was provided.
This is however, a Complaint Case and the Commission deems it fit to remand the case back to
the First Appellate Authority-cum-ADC (UD), Patiala, with a direction to hear both parties before
issuing an appropriate Order.

3. In case the Complainant is not satisfied with the FAA’s Order, he will have the option to
approach the Commission in a fresh Second Appeal. This Complaint is Disposed of.
