Order

This case was last heard by State Information Commissioner, Sh. Sanjiv Garg on

12.09.2022. The appellant has sought the following information.
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This case was reallocated to this bench due to admlnlstratlve reasons and the case was fixed
for hearing on 02.11.2022 which was postponed due to administrative reasons and fixed for

hearing today i.e., 02.01.2023.
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2. The representative of the respondents states that the appellant has filed his RTI
application to PIO o/o Secretary Education Department, Punjab which was transferred to PIO
o/o D.P.I.(EE), Punjab(Education-3). As the information relates to District Education Officer,
Fazilka resultantly the RTI application of the appellant was transferred to PIO o/o District
Education Officer, Fazilka with the direction to provide the information to the appellant. The PIO
o/o DEO, Fazilka has provided the sought information under intimation to this office. The
representative of the respondents states that the appellant is himself teacher cum incharge
Head Teacher cum APIO of the school and he can obtain the said information from the
Management Committee of the School. He further states that the appellant has not filed First
Appeal with the appropriate Authority and Dr. Sukhbir Singh Bal is the First Appellate Authority
cum District Education Officer(EE), Fazilka and the appellant may contact him if he is not
satisfied with the sought information. The representative of the PIO submits the written reply
along with the information supplied to the appellant which is taken on record.

3. The appellant states that he is not satisfied with the information so provided to him. He
agrees with the contention of the representative of the respondents with the request to the
Commission to remand back his RTI application First Appellate Authority cum D.E.O(EE),
Fazilka

4, After hearing the parties and going through the case file, it is cleared that the appellant
has not filed first appeal with the appropriate Authority which is D.E.O.(EE), Fazilka in present
case and he is also not satisfied with the information so provided by the PIO, therefore, the
matter is remanded back to Dr. Sukhbir Singh Bal First Appellate Authority cum District
Education Officer(EE), Fazilka to take appropriate decision in accordance with the provisions of
the RTI Act within the prescribed timeline, after giving opportunity of hearing to all concerned by
passing a speaking order. A copy RTI application filed by the appellant is also being sent to
him along with this order with the directions that the same may be treated as first appeal.

5. With these directions the case is disposed of and closed. However, liberty is granted to
the appellant to file the 2nd appeal in this case, if he is not satisfied with the decision of the First
Appellate Authority.
