2.		On 14.06.2017,  the appellant informed  that no information had been supplied to him as yet and the representative of the PIO was  unable to explain reasons for the same. Viewing the irresponsible attitude of the PIO seriously, a Show-Cause Notice was  issued to Shri Ashok Kumar, Superintendent, E-4 Branch, office of Director 
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Health Services, Punjab, Chandigarh to explain reasons through a duly attested affidavit as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day, subject to a maximum of Rs. 25, 000/-, be not imposed upon for the delay in the supply of information and also as to why a suitable compensation be not awarded to the appellant for the loss and detriment suffered by him. He was  also afforded an opportunity of personal hearing, on the next date of hearing,  in the interest of natural justice. The case was adjourned to 10.07.2017, which was further postponed for today due to certain administrative reasons.
3.		Today, Shri Ashok Kumar, PIO-cum-Superintendent, E-4 Branch, office of Director Health Services, Punjab, Chandigarh, submits  an affidavit dated 10.07.2017 giving reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to him, explaining in detail the reasons for the delay in the supply of information.  It has been further submitted  that necessary information has been provided to the appellant vide letter No. E4(3)Misc./Pb./17/4133, dated 28.06.2017. 
4.		The PIO informs that the information relating to Points No. 2 and 3 has been supplied to the appellant by E-2 Branch and regarding Points No. 4 and 5, the RTI application has been transferred to Civil Surgeon, Sangrur for taking necessary action and supplying the requisite information to the appellant.
