Today, Shri Inderjit Singh, ASI and Shri Kuljeet Singh, H.C., appearing on behalf of the respondents,  submit a copy of letter No. 37-RTI/PS-APS, dated 04.08.2016 from SHO, Police Station, Anandpur Sahib vide which information regarding Points No. 1 and 2 i.e. copies of DDRs have been supplied to the appellant. It has been further submitted that Challan in  Case No. 45, dated 26.03.2015 under Sections 279, 337, 427 has been filed in the court and other relevant documents such as copies of statements etc. have been submitted alongwith the Challan,  which can be obtained from the court.
