ORDER 

1. The Complainant filed appeal in the Commission dated 19.03.2020. Accordingly, the case is  

fixed for today. 

2. After hearing the complainant and going through the documents placed on record, it is 

observed that the complainant has not followed the proper channel of RTI Act to get the 

information , as the complainant has not approached the First Appellate Authority. In 

complaint case, filed  under Section 18 of the RTI Act , 2005, the Commissioners have no 

jurisdiction to pass an order providing for an access to the information which is as under:- 

(31. We uphold the said contention and do not find any error in the impugned judgment of 

the High Court whereby it has been held that the Commissioner while entertaining a 

complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for 

access to the information). As such, since the complainant has approached the Commission 

under the provision of Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005, no directions for providing further 

information can be given by the Commission. 

               Therefore the case is remanded to First Appellate Authority (Section 19(1) of the 

RTI Act,   2005) i.e. O/o MC, Zirakpur, Distt Mohali to look into the matter.  

3. The complainant is also at liberty to approach Commission through proper channel of RTI 

Act, if he is not satisfied with the decision of First Appellate Authority. . In view of the 

observations noted above, the instant case is disposed of.
