3. The appellant expresses dis-satisfaction with the reply/affidavit filed by the 

respondent-PIO in the office of the Commission.  He states that it is mentioned on the 

sale deed itself that report of Patwari is attached. Accordingly, it is directed that report of 

Patwari, be provided to appellant, if the same is not available in the record, then inquiry 

be conducted who has misplaced the same.

5.   Looking at the lackadaisical and highly irresponsible attitude of the 

respondents, the PIO is issued a Show Cause Notice under Section 20 of the Right to 

Information Act, 2005 as to why penalty of Rs.250.00 per day and subject to maximum 

of Rs.25000/- may not be imposed on him for his failure to give the information within 

the stipulated time. In case he wants to give any justification for delay, he may file his 

reply. He is further directed to supply complete information to the appellant before the 

next date of hearing.  

6.   He may also make use of the next date of hearing for his personal hearing 

as well under the principles of natural justice.
