Even the State Information is kept in dark about the PIOs and every time a different PIO

turn up with a different excuse. Thus, the MC Ludhiana has reduced the entire exercise of providing information to a farce and the commission takes a serious note of this. The commission directs the Commissioner, MC, Ludhiana to set his house in order. Even if there are number of PIOs, there must be one nodal PIO with whom the  public and the Commission should interact.
