Failing to get satisfactory information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Shri Gurpreet Singh  filed a complaint dated 17.06.2014  with the Commission,  which was received in it on 17.06.2014  and finding sufficient reasons to inquire into the matter in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for  11.09.2014.

On 11.09.2014, a perusal of copy of  letter No. 2328/DTO,  dated 20.05.2014 from the PIO-cum-DTO, Moga, addressed to the complaint, reveald that the information had already been supplied to the complainant vide letter No. 1704, dated 23.01.2014. 
The complainant informed that he had  sought information at 7 points  and the provided information was  incomplete. He  requested  for inspection of record.

Since none  was  present for the respondents, the   PIO-cum-DTO,  Moga was  directed to supply point-wise complete information to the complainant within 30 
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Days under intimation to the Commission, failing which punitive action under the provision of RTI Act, 2005 would be initiated against him. The case was adjourned for today.

Shri Sukhjinder Singh, Clerk, appearing on behalf of the  respondent, informs the Commission that some information has already been supplied to the complainant and some other information could not be supplied as it is very old and relates to third party. Consequently, the sought information is perused and discussed in the court and found that it cannot be considered as third party as it exists in the office domain. Therefore, the PIO is directed to supply complete information to the complainant within 30 days, under intimation to the Commission. The District Transport Officer, Moga is directed to explain the reasons for delay in the supply of information personally on the next date of hearing.

On 13.10.2014, the complainant informed  that no information had been supplied to him so far. Since none was  present on behalf of the respondent, the PIO was  directed to supply requisite information to the complainant before the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would be initiated against him. Shri  Harbir Singh Appellant vide an RTI application dated 14-03-2014,        addressed to PIO, office of Director Public Instructions (Colleges), 
Punjab Education Board Complex, Sector 62, SAS Nagar,  sought copy of letter of Punjab Government on the basis of which it has been decided that the length of service of Dr. Harbir Singh, Principal(Retd), Khalsa College, Patiala may be counted with effect from 01.08.1978, from which date 95% grant was started to the college.  

2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated  15.04.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 15.05.2014 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was
 received in the Commission on the same day  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 06.08.2014.
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3.

On 06.08.2014, the information asked for by the appellant was  discussed in detail. Accordingly, the PIO of the office of D.P.I.(Colleges), Punjab was directed to supply a copy of letter or order of the Punjab Government,  on the basis of which the D.P.I.(Colleges), Punjab,  directed the Principal, Khalsa College Patiala vide letter No. 2/516-2011-Grant-1(3)/333, dated 20.03.2013 that service of Dr. Harbir Singh for the purpose of fixation of pay be counted with effect from 01.08.1978, from which date 95% grant-in-aid  was started to the college.  The case was adjourned to 30.10.2014.
4.

On 30.20.2014, the appellant informed  that remaining information had not been supplied to him as yet. The respondent stated  that a copy of Notification of the Punjab Government on basis of which Grant-in-Aid Scheme was started for Privately Aided Colleges in the Punjab with effect from 01.08.1978, would  be supplied to the appellant. Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to supply a copy of the above-said Notification to the appellant within 20 days, under intimation to the Commission. The case was adjourned for today.
5.

Today, the respondent hands over some information to the appellant in the court today and some information in his office. After perusing the provided information, the appellant informs that he is not satisfied with the provided information as the same is incomplete. Accordingly, the PIO is directed to provide complete information to the appellant as per his RTI application.
