1.    The RTI application is dated 26.07.2013 vide which the appellant has sought information on 6 points as mentioned in his RTI application. On not getting the information, first appeal was filed with First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 21.09.2013 and then second appeal in the Commission on 18.02.2014 under Section 19 of the RTI Act.

 The appellant states that though he has received some information vide letter no. 1375/MOD dated 18.11.2013 but he is not satisfied because his main contention for seeking the information vide RTI application  dated 26.07.2013 was  to bring to the notice of authorities concerned that in public place commercial construction has come up. 
4.
The respondent states that the information needed by the RTI applicant was basically about the building plan of the commercial market near the old Samana Octroi Post/ Jagdish Ashram road. The RTI applicant was intimated vide letter no.808BLD dated 05.08.2013 that the record of plans of buildings, shops and residences is maintained vide number and date of submission of building plan and in the absence of this the information cannot be provided.

After hearing both the parties, it is ascertained that the RTI application dated 26.07.2013 was filed with the intention of pointing out flouting of construction norms/rules qua building near Samana Octroi Post/ Jagdish Ashram road.  It is further ascertained that the information as available on the record has been provided by the respondent vide letter dated 18.11.2013. The appellant is advised to take up the matter of illegal construction so perceived by him with the concerned authorities of the Local Govt, if he so desires.   With this observation, the case is closed and disposed of.
