ORDER



The appellant had moved an application dated 3.4.2010 to PIO/Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana seeking information on six points primarily pertaining to building plan of a private hospital named Life Line Hospital on Gill Road, Ludhiana.  The information-seeker wanted to know whether any building plan was passed or whether there was any violation of Municipal Bye Laws.
2.

The respondent-PIO sent a reply vide No.5420-EE dated 5.5.2010.  Not satisfied with the information furnished, the information-seeker moved the State Information Commission, where a fresh reply was given by the Assistant Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide No.5786 dated 28.2.2011 and vide another letter No.15/APIO-C dated 15.4.2011, copies of which have also been placed on record of the case file.

3.

I have heard the parties today and gone through their respective submissions.  The grouse of the information-seeker is that Life Line Hospital is illegally operating without formal approval of the building plan in clear violation of the Municipal Bye Laws. It is further averred that illegal construction was not stopped by the Corporation and no steps have been taken to demolish the building.  He wants to know what action is proposed by the Corporation for the demolition of illegally constructed building.
4.

The relief sought by the information-seeker is beyond the ambit of powers of this Commission.  Nevertheless, as it has come on record that the Corporation did not approve the building plan and that there is a possibility of violation of Municipal Bye Laws, it would be imperative to take cognizance of these facts. The Corporation is duty bound to act, if there are any violations/illegal constructions.  This commission will leave the matter to the Higher Authorities of the respondent-Corporation by endorsing a copy of this order to the Director, Local Government, Punjab, Chandigarh. The appeal case is closed.
