1. Sh, Lal Chand, the appellant states that he currently does not require the requisite information and states that he will collect it from respondent when required and requested to dispose of his instant appeal case.
2. Sh. Jagpreet Singh, agreed on this.

3. On the mutual consent of both the parties and on the request on the appellant, it is found that no further action is required in this case, hence, this instant appeal case is disposed of and closed.
