ORDER
	In this case, during hearing on 26.12.2016, the appellant was not present. The respondents informed that compete information had already been sent to the appellant. A perusal of the case file revealed that the PIO had not filed reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to her on 19.09.2016. Accordingly, she was directed to submit her reply to the Show-Cause Notice  on the next date of hearing. The case was adjourned to 25.01.2017, which was further postponed to 27.02.2017 and then again to 14.03.2017 due to certain administrative reasons.
2.	On 14.03.2017,  the appellant informed  that the information regarding Points No. 1, 3, 6 and 7 was  still pending. The respondent was  not present without any intimation. Viewing the callous attitude of the respondent PIO seriously, she was  directed to supply this information to the appellant before the next date of hearing. She was  also directed to submit her reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to her on 19.09.2016, failing which action for imposing penalty would be taken against her, ex-
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parte. The case was adjourned to 17.04.2017, which was further postponed for today due to certain administrative reasons.
3.	A Memo. No.1/66/2013-E(SSSB)/888, dated 12.04.2017 has been received from PIO-cum-Superintendent informing that reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to Smt. Jaswant Kaur, PIO-cum-Superintendent has already been sent to the Commission on 21.10.2016, a copy of the same has been enclosed with the Memo. under reference. It has also been informed that Smt. Jaswant Kaur, PIO-cum-Superintendent is on Ex-India Leave from 14.03.2017 to 12.04.2017.
4.	 Smt. Jaswant Kaur, PIO-cum-Superintendent is present today.  She submits that she has already sent reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to her. She explains in detail the reasons for delay in the supply of information. I accept the plea put forth by the PIO in her  reply to the Show-Cause Notice and therefore, Show-Cause Notice issued to her is hereby dropped.
5.	Smt. Jaswant Kaur, PIO-cum-Superintendent has brought complete information for handing over to the appellant but he is not present without any intimation. She submits a copy of the information to the Commission, which is taken on record. Accordingly, she is directed to send the information to the appellant by registered post. The appellant is directed to send his observations, if any, on the provided information to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission. He may also inspect the record in the office of the PIO on a mutually agreed date and time to identify  any other specific document still required by him, if he so desires.
6.	Adjourned to 12.06.2017 at 11.30 A.M. for further proceedings.

ORDER
	The case was last heard on 14.03.2017, when  the complainant informed  that no information had been supplied to him so far and despite the orders of the Deputy Commissioner, Hoshiarpur,   on the spot inspection had not been carried out. The respondent submitted  that reply had been sent to the complainant. 	It was noted with concern that despite the orders of the Commission issued on 26.12.2016, the  PIO of the office of BDPO, Block-2, Hoshiarpur and the PIO of the office of Gram Panchayat, Naru Nangal Pind, Hoshiarpur were not present  to prove their conduct as to how they had dealt with the RTI application of the complainant.  Viewing the disobedience of the orders of the Commission, seriously, they were  issued a Show-Cause Notice to explain reasons as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day, subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon them. They were  also afforded an opportunity of personal hearing as well, on the next date of hearing, failing which action for imposing penalty would  be taken ex-parte. A copy of the order was  forwarded to Deputy Commissioner Hoshiarpur  to ensure the compliance of the orders and also to take 
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necessary action against the concerned officials for not complying with his orders for carrying out on the spot inspection. The case was adjourned to 17.04.2017, which was further postponed for today, due to certain administrative reasons.
2.	Today again, none is present on behalf of the respondents. However, a letter No. 93, dated 12.04.2017 has been received from BDPO, Hoshiarpur-2 vide which he has sent a detailed report in the matter  and has informed that the requisite information has been supplied to the complainant vide letter No. 90, dated 07.04.2017. A perusal of the case file reveals that timely action has been taken by the respondents in this complaint case. Therefore, Show-Cause Notices issued to the PIOs are  hereby dropped. 
3.	The complainant submits that he wants a copy of a page of Despatch Register showing  that a particular letter was sent to him by the respondent vide dispatch No.46, dated 15.01.2016. Accordingly, he is advised to contact the PIO to inspect the dispatch register and get a copy of a relevant page, which will be supplied to him by the PIO, on the spot. 
4.	Accordingly, the case is disposed of and closed.
