ORDER

1.
The appellant vide RTI application dated 31.07.2014 has sought information  about certificates identified correct by  respondent's officer acting as member of  Counseling Committees of Zila Parishad, Ludhiana issued by the respondent office in the light of letter  No.9820-23 dated 22.12.2006 and earlier of Additional Deputy Commissioner (Development)-cum-Chief Executive Officer, Zila Parishad, Ludhiana for recruitment to the posts of  ETT Teachers under control of Zila Parishad, Ludhiana 

during the period from 1.6.2006 to 31.3.2010 pertaining  to candidates belonging to ex-
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servicemen and their dependants (Lineal) categories. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on  6.11.2013 and  second  appeal was filed in the Commission on 19.11.2014 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter  RTI Act ).

2.
Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 22.01.2015 in the Commission.

3.
During the hearing on  22.01.2015  the appellant stated that he has received copy of reply to the notice of the Commission by hand today  and clarified that the information has been sought  regarding the certificates issued to the wards of ex-servicemen for the period  from 01.06.2006 to  31.03.2010. He further stated that the  information he needs  is the copy of the policy on the basis of which ex-servicemen certificates are issued and undertakes that he will pay the assessed fee for obtaining this information.
4.
The respondent stated that reply to the notice has been sent vide letter dated 05.01.2015 and a copy thereof given to the appellant by hand. The respondent  further stated that the information sought by the appellant was not available in  respondent   office but as has now been clarified today by the appellant that he needs certificates of wards of ex-servicemen for the period from 01.06.2006 to 31.03.2010 and copy of policy on  the basis of which these certificates are issued, shall be provided after the payment of  assessed  fee. 
5.
The respondent was  accordingly directed  to provide the information as per RTI Act on these two points  within 15 days.
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On  26.02.2015, the respondent stated that the information comprising of 322 pages has been provided by registered post to the appellant vide letter dated  10.02.2015 with copy to the Commission. On 01.04.2015, the appellant pointed out deficiency  in writing in the information provided to him and a copy thereof given to the respondent. The respondent requested for adjournment to file written submission in reply to the deficiency pointed out by the appellant.


The matter was then adjourned  for arguments and both the  parties tendered  written arguments on 02.07.2015.
6.
The appellant submitted written submissions dated 02.07.2015 stating that  he vide application dated 17.10.2011 requested  to supply  copies of rules, instructions  of Punjab Government for giving benefit of reservation to Ex-Servicemen for recruitment  etc. in various departments of Government under Sportsman Category. He stated that  the respondent  provided  uncertified copies  of information  comprising of 04 pages.  The appellant further stated that  with reference to the information provided  he made an application on 11.9.2013 requesting for copies of certificates of verification issued by P.I.O. to persons belonging to ex-servicemen of all categories for selection/appointment as ETT Teachers under Zila Parishad Control from 1.6.2006 to 31.3.2010.  Further, 

having failed to  get  the information  he  filed first appeal  before the first appellate 
authority-cum-Deputy Director Sainik Welfare, Ludhiana on 6.11.2013  which he 
resubmitted to Director, Sainik Welfare, Punjab  on the advice of Deputy Director, 
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Ludhiana.  The appellant further stated that in response to letter dated 20.12.2013, he appeared  before  the First Appellate Authority  on 6.1.2014. The appellant further stated that the PIO  vide letter dated 20.1.2014 intimated that as per their records, 542 

certificates to ex-servicemen/their LDCs were issued  between 1.1.2006 to 31.12.2010 
for recruitment of  ETT teachers.  The appellant added that he was asked to  intimate the name  of candidate  about whom  the information is needed which will be supplied after getting  the consent of the candidate. The appellant, however, failed to get the information.


The appellant further stated that  in compliance with the Commission's order dated 24.01.2015 the PIO agreed to provide the information and he deposited Rs.739/- for the said information vide letter dated 29.1.2015. The appellant however stated that  the PIO provided copies of verified certificates numbering 322  against 542  as intimated  earlier vide letter dated 20.1.2014 by the PIO,  asking  the appellant to give the names of  candidates  about whom certificates /information is needed.  In the end, the appellant stated that the PIO intentionally and deliberately did not provide the information as per provisions of the RTI Act, 2005 and prayed for suitable proceedings against the PIO under the Act ibid besides  awarding compensation to him for mental  harassment/financial loss suffered.
7.
The respondent submitted written  submission vide Memo. dated 30.06.2015 detailing facts of the case. The  respondent stated that earlier also the appellant  sent 
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an application dated 09.09.2013 to the respondent seeking  information  regarding   certificates issued  on the basis of  castes  and copies of  relevant rules/instructions thereof  for recruitment of ETT teachers  by the Zila Parishad, Ludhiana during the period  01.06.2006 to 31.03.2010 similar to the information sought  vide  present RTI application dated 31.07.2014. The respondent  stated that the appellant was intimated that  certificates on the basis of castes are not issued by their office  but  certificates are issued  only  to the dependents of ex-servicemen and  that whatever record of recruitment is available in the L.D.C. register, he can  obtain the same under the RTI Act. The respondent further stated that the appellant appeared before the FAA  on 06.01.2014 where he agreed that he be given only  the number of  certificates issued to the dependents of ex-servicemen for recruitment  as ETT teachers during the period from 01.06.2006 to 31.03.2010.  The FAA also directed that as the information sought is third party information, the appellant should give names of the individuals about whom he wants information so that  after getting their consent the appellant  is informed. The respondent further stated that  vide letter dated  20.01.2014, the appellant was intimated  that  a total of 542 L.D.C. certificates  were issued to the ex-servicemen / their dependents  during the period 01.01.2006  to 31.12.2010.  The respondent brought  to the notice of the Commission that the appellant's  earlier Appeal Case No.1082/2014 was disposed of by the Hon'ble Commission on 12.05.2015 with the observations that whatever information the appellant wants he can obtain the same from the office of  Zila 
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Parishad, Ludhiana as the entire record relating to recruitment  was available  with that office.  
8.
Coming to the instant Appeal Case, the respondent has stated that the RTI application dated 31.07.2014 of the appellant was transferred to the office of Zila Parishad, Ludhiana for providing the information vide letter dated 07.08.2014 under intimation to the appellant. The respondent has further stated that however in compliance with the  directions of the Commission the appellant  was intimated  vide letter dated 23.01.2015 that at present only 322  office copies of L.D.C. are available as per record and that the assessed fee/postal expenses amounting to Rs.739/- be deposited for providing the same.  The respondent further stated that the appellant  sent a draft of Rs.739/- and   accordingly  322 certified copies of L.D.C.  and copies of L.D.C. ruling  have been provided by registered post to the appellant.  The respondent also stated that a sum of Rs.4/-, as reported  by the appellant to have been charged in excess, was refunded to the appellant through Postal Order vide letter dated 10.04.2015. In the end, the respondent requested  that in view of the position explained  above this case may be closed. 
9.
After perusing the file and hearing both the parties it is ascertained that the  respondent in the light  of  order of the Commission in another Appeal Case No.1082 of 2014  of the appellant, transferred his RTI application dated 31.07.2014 vide letter dated  07.08.2014 to the office of  Zila Parishad, Ludhiana for providing the information to the appellant.  It is further ascertained  that  the respondent has now  provided the 
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information  comprising  of 322 certified copies of L.D.C. issued to the ex-servicemen and their  dependents and copies of L.D.C. rules, as available on record, vide letter dated 10.02.2015 by registered post to the appellant on depositing  the assessed fee in compliance with the directions of  the Commission. The respondent provided  this information after the appellant clarified  about the information  sought by him during the hearing.  It is further observed  that  earlier  also the appellant  had  filed  an appeal case No. 1082 of 2014 in the Commission,  wherein  similar information has been sought,  which has been disposed of by  the Commission vide order dated 12.05.2015 with the observations that whatever information the appellant wants he can obtain the same from the office of  Zila Parishad, Ludhiana as the entire record relating to recruitment  was available  with that office.

In view of the foregoing, I find that there is no intentional delay or wilful denial on the part of the respondent in providing the information to the appellant on his RTI application.  The respondent has acted timely in taking action on the RTI application as per provisions of the RTI Act, 2005. As such, the contention of the appellant for penal action against the PIO and awarding compensation to him is not tenable. In wake of abovementioned, the instant Appeal Case is bereft of merit and, therefore, it is disposed of and closed.
