3. Submissions made by Respondent : A letter dated 30.10.2020 vide diary no. 15225 is
received in the commission wherein respondent authority has made point wise reply
against RTI application filed by the appellant and requested the Commission to dispose of
the case .

Observations:

4. From a perusal of the relevant case records and hearing both the parties, it is noted that the
Complainant is aggrieved with the fact that the desired information is not provided to him.
The PIO in his reply dated 10.01.2020 has stated that the sought information
enumerated in RTI application is in question form which is exempted in RTI Act. Even
though the respondent, u/s 5(3) of RTI Act advised the appellant to visit office for further
guidance so that sought information could made available to him under RTI Act 2005. In
response to this, the appellant said to provide the requisite information through post
instead asking him to visit the office. Thereafter, an additional reply was given to the
appellant on 04.02.2020 wherein it was mentioned that a registered letter (containing the
application form for making yellow card) was received from the appellant dated 16.02.2018
in the office, whereas in the application form 15.02.2019 date has been mentioned.

Secondly, in the letter it was written that the hiring news agency (i.e nnis media) of which

authority letter was attached with the application form in not impaneled with Public Relation

Department, that is why the application form for making yellow card was rejected.

Decision:

5. In view of the above observations, Commission finds that the RTI application has been
suitably replied and the information has been supplied to the best extent. Moreover,
RTI Act, 2005, under Section 2(f), which defines ‘information’, questions have not been
defined as information.

However, for redressal of complainant’s grievance (i.e. making of yellow card), he is advised to

approach a appropriate forum, as RTI act have only access to provide the sought information.

The appeal is disposed of and closed accordingly.
