On the last date of hearing, held on 09.07.2015, Ms. Karan Jagdish Kaur, Joint 
Secretary-cum-PIO, office of Punjab School Education Board(PSEB), Mohali, was directed to file a  point-wise reply/status report, regarding action taken by her on the RTI request filed by the applicant, in the shape of an affidavit.
Sh. Varinder Madan, Superintendent(Legal), appeared on behalf of the respondent 
in today’s hearing.
Sh.  Paramjit Singh,  complainant, appeared in person in today’s hearing. 

Ms. Karan Jagdish Kaur, PIO-cum-Joint Secretary, office of PSEB, Mohali, has 

failed to make compliance of the orders of the Commission dated 09.07.2015. Sh. Madan, who represented  her in today’s hearing, also failed to explain that as to why Ms. Karan Jagdish Kaur has not made compliance  of the orders of the Commission dated 09.07.2015.



 Sh.  Paramjit Singh, complainant, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, alleges  that the respondent PIO concerned  is deliberately trying  to deny the information to him to cover various acts of omission and commission of PSEB, Mohali.


He alleges that PSEB authorities has given these educational certificates to some unauthorized person without informing him though these certificates were sent by the School authorities, where he is working, to the PSEB.



He points out that in his RTI request he has sought for information regarding any communication with the following points ;


Certified copy of the authority letter given by that person, who has received his certificate from the PSEB authorities, date on which these certificates have been received by that person, copy of the identity card of that person, name, designation, official and residential address of that person and mobile number of that person.
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He submits that he has sought for information  regarding the number of those certificates, which have been sent to the offices concerned by PSEB authorities after verification through registered post and number of those certificates which have been delivered of the offices concerned by the PSEB authorities after verification, by hand. 



Instead of giving proper reply to the queries raised by the complainant in his RTI request, the respondent PIO concerned has given him irrelevant documents and made every attempt to deny him the requisite and proper information.


Sh.  Paramjit Singh, complainant also stated that he had been spending lot of money in attending the hearings in the Commission to get the requisite information on one hand and on the other he had been forced to  leave his mother, who is bed ridden due to ‘paralysis’, unattended whenever he has to attend hearing in the Commission at Chandigarh. He also stated that PSEB authorities and respondent PIO concerned had been playing havoc with his career by not handing over him his original educational  certificates.


He also submits that apart from taking penal action against the respondent PIO concerned, he should be given suitable compensation. He also pleads that respondent PIO concerned be directed to supply him the requisite information within reasonable time.

During the hearing, held on 09.07.2015, Sh. Lakhwinder Singh, Data Entry 

Operator, who appeared on behalf of the respondent submitted a reply showing that the requisite information has already been supplied to the complainant, Sh. Paramjit Singh vide letter no. 157 dated 16.06.2015 through registered post. 

The Bench of the under signed has directed the respondent PIO, who is Ms. Karan 
Jagdish Kaur, Joint Secretary office of PSEB, Mohali, to file a point-wise reply/status report regarding action taken by her on the RTI request filed by the applicant, in the shape of an affidavit, which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official record.



Instead of filing her reply in the shape of an affidavit, regarding action  taken report on the RTI request of the applicant, the respondent PIO concerned has failed to appear in person before the Commission to explain that as to why she did not make compliance of the order of the Commission dated 09.07.2015.


Sh. Varinder Madan, Superintendent(Legal), has also failed to explain that as to why respondent PIO concerned has failed to supply the requisite information to the Information seeker.



After hearing the parties concerned and perusing the documents placed on record, I am of the considered view that a show cause be issued to Ms. Karan Jagdish Kaur, Joint Secretary office of PSEB, Mohali.
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In view of the above, PIO – Ms. Karan Jagdish Kaur, Joint Secretary office of PSEB, 
Mohali, will show cause under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon her for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.




In addition to her submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



She may note that in case she does not file her submission and does not avail herself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that she has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against her ex-parte. 


She is also directed to  file  to file a  point-wise reply/status report regarding action taken by her on the RTI request filed by the applicant, in the shape of an affidavit, which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official record before or on the next date of hearing. A copy of the RTI request be sent to her alongwith this order through registered post  for her ready reference.
