ORDER

Arguments were heard on 14.10.2014.  Order was reserved  for  pronouncement  on  04.11.2014.

1. The applicant/appellant filed RTI application dated 20.01.2014 to the PIO o/o District Food and Supplies Controller, Tarn Taran  whereby he sought information regarding commodities / facilities which are available on APL Card  especially  as to how much  kerosene oil  was  provided to village  Bhangala during the past 5 years, the quantity  distributed  and the  balance remained  out of it  etc. The information  
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demanded is on  five points. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority 
(hereinafter FAA) on 10.04.2014 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on 27.05.2014 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

2.
Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 04.07.2014 in the Commission.

3.
The appellant stated that though he has received the information but considerable delay has been caused in providing the same.  He requested that  penal action against the PIO should be taken for the delay in providing the information.   He stated that he has been harassed  for seven months  by not providing the information. 
4.
The respondent-PIO filed reply to the Notice of the Commission giving  detailed facts of the case and  stated that  the required information was provided to the appellant vide letter No.RTI/2014/2078 dated 17.07.2014, copy of which  was furnished  with the  reply to the notice  of the Commission.  The respondent  has stated  that the appellant sought information about record of the last five years regarding Depot of  village Bhangala, Tehsil Patti, Distt. Amritsar.  It is further stated that  concerned Food and Supplies Inspector was asked through the Assistant Food and Supplies Officer, Patti vide letter dated 06.02.2014 to provide the required information  to the appellant  who further had to obtain it from the depot holder concerned  as the record of sale and stock registers  lies with the concerned depot holders. 
5.
The respondent has stated that as per government instructions issued  vide Memo.No.1FD(931) 08/1945 dated 24.09.2008 depot holders are required to maintain record for one year.  He has further stated that  as the appellant  had sought  
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information regarding  record of last five years, which could not  be provided, thus the appellant was informed about this fact vide memo.No.RTI-2014/654 dated 20.03.2014.  The respondent further stated that the appellant filed  an appeal on 10.04.2014 with the first appellate authority  whereupon he was again intimated vide letter No.RTI-2014/1499 dated 23.05.2014 that as per government instructions dated 24.09.2008 depot-holders are required to maintain record of depot for one year only.  Thereafter, neither anything was heard from the appellant  nor he  visited the respondent's office to inspect record of last one year of the said depot.  The respondent also stated that on filing appeal with the Commission, para-wise information was again provided  to the appellant vide letter  No.RTI-2014/2078 dated 17.07.2014, adding  that  the  record of last one year has also been inspected by the appellant who assured his satisfaction over it. In the end, the respondent has pleaded that  the delay in providing the information is  neither intentional nor deliberate.
6.
After hearing the parties and going through the record available on file, it is ascertained that the requisite information  has been provided  by the  respondent  to the  appellant vide letter dated 17.07.2014.  It is further ascertained  that  the respondent PIO took  timely action on the RTI application dated 23.01.2014 directing the concerned  Food and Supplies Inspector  through  concerned Assistant Food and Supplies Officer, Patti, vide letter dated  06.02.2014 that  the required information be provided to the appellant  who, in turn, was to obtain the same from the  concerned depot holder of the 
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said  village.  It is further ascertained  that  the appellant/applicant  was also  informed 
by the respondent  vide letter dated 20.03.2014 that as per government instructions  the 
depot holders are to maintain record of depot(s)  only for one year whereas  the information has been asked for the past five years. No response in this regard was received from the appellant by the respondent. However, this fact was again conveyed to the appellant by the respondent vide letter dated  23.05.2014. It is also ascertained that on filing 1st appeal with the first appellate authority, the respondent again has written to the Inspector vide letter dated 27.06.2014 in this context and ultimately the appellant was provided  para-wise information  by the respondent vide letter dated 17.07.2014. 
7.
After careful consideration  I am convinced  that the delay in providing the information to the appellant  is neither intentional nor willful.  Further, the information was not available with the respondent  rather  it was in the custody of concerned depot-holder from whom the information was obtained and thereafter provided to the appellant. In view of the  aforementioned,  this  Appeal Case is hereby  disposed of and closed.
