ORDER
1.
The RTI application is dated 25.11.2014 vide which the appellant has sought information as enumerated in his RTI application. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 19.01.2015 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on 06.04.2015 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

2.
Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 28.05.2015 through video conference.
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3.
The appellant submits that the copy of Aksh Shajra provided by the respondent is uncertified and requests that it may be certified. He further points out that the Aksh Shajra of village Mahal Bhagat, Hadbast no. 164 copy of which was obtained by him on 17.03.1999 is stated to have been destroyed in the collapse of building due to incessant rains. If this is the position, the respondent should file an appropriate affidavit indicating the period during which it was damaged or destroyed. 
4.
The respondent has certified the Punjabi version of Aksh Shajra copy of which has been also provided to the appellant. He further points out that the Aksh Shajra originally prepared in Urdu has been destroyed/damaged during the collapse of building due to heavy rains.   
5.
The respondent is directed to provide to appellant an affidavit mentioning therein that the Askh Sharja in Urdu language, certified copy of which has been earlier provided on 17.03.1999, is not available on the record of the respondent and has been destroyed during the heavy rains in the collapse of building where it was stored. It should be provided within ten days from receiving certified copy of this order. In case the respondent does not provide it to the appellant, the appellant may file complaint in the Commission accordingly. With this direction to the respondent, the instant Appeal Case is hereby disposed of and closed.
