Shri Jaswinder Singh, Tax Collector and Shri Tejinder Singh, Senior Assistant, office of DRDP,  on behalf of the respondents. 

Shri  Rajinder Singh, Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 29.12.2014,  addressed to PIO, sought certain information on 8 points regarding grants given to Panchayat Samities and Zila Parishads alongwith copies of options given regarding pensions. 

2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 10.02.2015 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 17.04.2015  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on  23.04.2015  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was 
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issued to the parties for 16.07.2015, which was postponed to 29.07.2015 due to certain administrative reasons.

3.

On 29.07.2015, Shri Jagtar Singh, Senior Assistant, RDE-1 Branch,  appearing on behalf of the respondents,    informed  that the information relating to their office had  been supplied to the appellant and the remaining information related to the office of Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab, Mohali. The appellant informed  that the information regarding points No. 2,3 and 5 had  not been supplied to him as yet. Accordingly, the PIO of the office of   Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab, Mohali,  was  directed to supply the information regarding Points No. 2,3 and 5 to the appellant before the next date of hearing. The case was adjourned to 10.09.2015.
4.

On 10.09.2015,  the respondent informed  that since the document charges had  not been deposited by the appellant, the information could not be supplied. During discussion  it emerged  that RTI application was eceived by the PIO on 05.01.2015 and the appellant was asked on 19.01.2015 to deposit the document charges. Since the appellant had  not been asked to deposit document charges within stipulated time frame, as per the provision of RTI Act, 2005, the PIO was  directed to supply the information free of cost. Consequently, the respondent handed  over information to the appellant, who sought   time to study the provided information. Accordingly, he was  directed to send his observations, if any, on  the provided information to the PIO with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned for today.
5.

Today, the appellant informs that  the provided information is still incomplete as the information has been supplied to him for the period 2009-2015 and the information for the period 2000-2008 is still pending. Accordingly, the appellant is directed to furnish deficiency in the provided information to the PIO of Panchayat Secretary Branch of the office of Director Rural Development  and Panchayat, Punjab, 
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Mohali,  with a copy to the Commission and the PIO of Panchayat Secretary Branch is
 directed to supply complete information to the appellant before the next date of hearing,  in the light of the deficiencies, which will be furnished by him in due course of time.

A copy of the order is forwarded to Director Rural Development and Panchayat, Punjab, Mohali to ensure the compliance of the orders.
