1.
The RTI application is dated 09.09.2015 whereby the information-seeker has sought inspection of record/documents relating to register of RTI applications, cash register pertaining to RTI fee and resolution register of the Nagar Council maintained since 2007.  On not getting respondent’s reply, he filed complaint in the Commission on 04.11.2015 under Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).
2. Notice was issued to the parties for hearing for 13.01.2016 in the Commission.

3. A letter from the complainant has been received in the Commission at diary no. 8634 dated 05.04.2016 mentioning therein that due to some personal reasons he cannot attend today’s hearing. He further adds that on account of delay of 60 days in allowing him to inspect the record penal action against the respondent should be taken under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act. He further mentions therein that he is not satisfied with the reply of the respondent that the delay has been caused because the officials were put on election duty as BLO, duty for survey of Swach Bharat & Census.
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4.
The respondent states that reply to the Notice of the Commission has been filed mentioning therein that the applicant was called for inspection on 14.12.2015 but he did not reach the office for inspection and later on he was called for inspection on 21.12.2015. It is further mentioned therein that the complainant has inspected the record on 21.12.2015 and also obtained information comprising 150 pages. He further mentions that the registers pertaining to receipt of applications and fee for RTI has been maintained and that the delay in this case has been accrued because the officials were deputed for election duty as BLO & survey duty for Swach Bharat Scheme. Vide another written submission the respondent has reiterated the similar causes for the delay and has mentioned that it was not intentional. 

5.
After hearing the respondent and perusing the record available on file, it is ascertained that the respondent has facilitated the inspection of record to the complainant on 21.12.2015 and the information comprising about 150 pages has also been provided to the complainant. 


Though the complainant has sought only inspection of record vide his RTI application dated 09.09.2015, the respondent has facilitated the inspection of the record on 21.12.2015 and has also provided the information comprising 150 pages (approximately).

It is observed that the respondent has caused delay in inspection of record by 60 days but the delay has been caused on account of additional duties of the staff of Nagar Council, Abohar. The record on file reveals that vide office order dated 03.08.2015 and 22.08.2015 the Executive Officer, Abohar has deputed staff for survey pertaining to Swach Bharat Scheme in different wards of the Council. Another letter dated 22.03.2016 shows that officials of the respondent office have earlier been deputed as BLOs for constituencies of 81- Abohar and 82- Balluana. I agree with the contention of the respondent that the delay is not intentional.      

It is also observed that the registers pertaining to RTI applications and fee thereof have been maintained now. The respondent is hereby cautioned to be careful in future and is directed to implement the provisions of the RTI Act in letter and spirit. In view of aforementioned, the Complaint Case is closed and disposed of.
