Equality before law requires that educational qualifications and testimonials of all candidates are available so that any person may verify the authenticity.  Similarly, answer-sheets of candidates in any examination conducted by public authorities are in public domain. The plea of the respondent that some candidates have made a written submission that their answer-sheets may not be shown, is no ground to deny access to such document to other candidates.  Disclosure of such documents is in public interest and it serves a public cause in so far as it shows that recruitment process was on merits.  Therefore, I direct the respondent to allow inspection of answer-sheets of the candidates, who were given public appointments namely Sarvshiri Goverdhan Singh, Ravneesh Kumar and Deepak Jhamb.  Application moved by the complainant is consigned to record with the above direction to respondent.
