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COMPLAINT CASE NO.202/2016
providing further information can be given by the Commission.








An alternative and efficacious remedy of first appeal is available to the complainant under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 which has not been availed in the instant case. Accordingly no cognizance can be taken further to arrange to provide him information.  In case he is still dissatisfied with the information that has been provided to him he may file an appeal with the First Appellate Authority which is an easy and efficacious way dealing with the same.
