3.		After detailed deliberations,  it was also decided that Deputy Commissioner, Faridkot might be asked to furnish a report in respect of the functioning of the  said organization to enable the Commission to arrive at a conclusion whether the organization was  a Public Authority  or not under the RTI Act, 2005. Accordingly, a copy of the order was  forwarded to Deputy Commissioner, Faridkot for furnishing a report at the earliest possible. The case was adjourned to 31.05.2017.
4.		On 31.05.2017,  Ms. Sonia Rani, District  Coordinator, Child Helpline 1093, Faridkot,  informed  that complete information had  already been supplied to the appellant. She handed  over a copy of the information to the Ld. Counsel for the appellant, with a copy to the Commission.  She was exempted from attending future proceedings in the Commission. 
5.		Shri Gurtej Singh, Senior Assistant, office of Deputy Commissioner, Faridkot,  submitted  a letter No. 368/RTI, dated 30.05.2017 from Deputy Commissioner, Faridkot vide which it was informed that due to administrative reasons and shortage of time a report regarding working of NGO namely Child Helpline 1093 could not be prepared and subsequently 15 days more  time was sought for the 
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purpose, which was granted with the directions that the requisite report be furnished to the Commission,  before the next date of hearing. The case was adjourned for today.
6.		Today, none is present on behalf of Deputy Commissioner Faridkot nor a  report regarding working of NGO namely Child Helpline 1093 has been received from him,  in the absence of which the Commission is unable to decide whether the said NGO is a Public Authority or not as per the provisions of RTI Act, 2005. Therefore, PIO of the office of Deputy Commissioner Faridkot is impleaded as a necessary party and he is directed to furnish a report regarding working of NGO namely Child Helpline 1093  to facilitate the Commission to arrive at a logical decision/conclusion.
