The instant case, Appellant Shri Harmandar Singh had submitted his RTI application dated 20.09.2012 to the PIO in the office of Principal, Govt. Senior Secondary
School, Bhedwal, District: Patiala seeking information regarding pay-bills of teaching staff only (Master Cadre and Lecturer Cadre) in Performa. After having received no information, he preferred first appeal to the First Appellate Authority on 26.10.2012. The First Appellate Authority did not decide the appeal and directed the Principal to part with the information.

Having failed to receive any response from the First Appellate Authority, he preferred second appeal to the Commission on 08.01.2013. Thereupon the Commission issued notice to the parties on Ist March, 2013 for hearing on 28.03.2013. 
3.

On 28.03.2013 at 11.30 AM, Shri Arvind Kumar, SS Master appeared and stated that information cannot be provided to the appellant being third party information. He quoted the case of G.P.Deshpande seeking details of the service and other personal details of a Regional Provident Fund Officer at Nagpur, in which Hon’ble Bench of Supreme Court ruled that the petitioner cannot claim such details as ACRs, salaries & assets of public servants as a matter of right. He further contended that if the CPIO or the SPIO is satisfied that the larger public interest justifies the disclosure of such information, appropriate orders could be passed, but the applicant cannot claim those details as a

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matter of right. Respondent further argued that the appellant has some service related issues with the husband of a female employee of the respondent institution. Respondent was directed to send a copy of reply to the appellant. Appellant was not present and the case was adjourned to 17.04.2013 at 2.00 PM for further proceedings.

On 17.04.2013, none was present on behalf of the parties. Respondent was again directed to send reply to the appellant as per the direction given on 28.3.2013 and respondent was also directed to provide information with respect to the points 1, 2, 3 & 4 and the case was adjourned to 29.05.2013 at 2 PM. On 29.05.2013, none was present for the respondent and one more opportunity was given to the respondent to provide necessary information to the appellant before the next date of hearing and the case adjourned to 27.06.2013 at 11.30 AM.
