The information-seeker vide an application dated 2.12.2011 has sought copies of the Annual Administrative Reports of Punjab Pollution Control Board pertaining to the years 2005-2011 and some related information.  A reply was given by the Board vide their No.49579 dated 21.12.2011.  It was conveyed that Annual Administrative Reports for the years 2005 to 2011 are under preparation and therefore, this information was denied.

I have heard the parties and gone through the record.  The appellant is pressing for Annual Administrative Reports of the Board, which however do not exist as these have not been finalized. Under the Right to Information Act, 2005, the term information has been defined as material form, which is in existence and is held by or under the control of the concerned public authority.  Since the Annaul Administrative Reports have not come into existence, copies of the same naturally cannot be given.

3.

The appellant has raised the issue that under the relevant Punjab Pollution Control Board’s Act, the respondent is legally bound to submit Annual Administrative Reports to Punjab Vidhan Sabha  within the specified time-schedule.  This aspect, however, does not fall within the jurisdiction of the State Information Commission.  The appellant has to agitate this issue administratively either with the Principal Secretary to Government of Punjab, Science, Technology and Environment or take up the matter with the Hon’ble Speaker, Punjab Vidhan Sabha.  The respondent is certainly negligent in not finalizing these Annual Administrative Reports but this Commission has no authority to take action in the matter.  Hence, the appeal filed in the Commission on27.5.2013 is ordered to be closed.
