The complainant states that he has already sent written submission dated 08.07.2016 mentioning therein that there is no specific reply to this point. The reply dated 14.06.2016 was received on 27.06.2016 which is late by 5 months. Accordingly  there is a penalty of Rs. 250/- per day as per Section 20 of RTI Act which comes to Rs. 37,500/- but as per condition the penalty shall not exceed Rs. 25,000/- therefore, this is a fit case to impose penalty of Rs. 25,000/- to Tehsildar -cum-PIO , Ludhiana (East) under the office of Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana.
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Moreover the information given after five months is misleading and amounts to destroy the information, and non-compliance of RTI Act. Therefore, I claim compensation under Section 19 (8 )(b) of RTI Act of Rs. 50,000/-.
He further states that till date no intimation or information has been received from the respondent on his RTI application in the instant Case.  In the end, he requests that an inquiry under Section 18 (c) should be conducted.   He further states that he will not be attending the hearing in the Commission in future and his case may be decided in his absence.
2.
 The respondent states that reply to the Notice of the Commission has already been submitted vide letter no. 63/RTI dated 14.06.2016 and copy thereof is addressed to the complainant.
