ORDER

In this case the file of the respondents has been checked up and it is found that                                                                                        the respondents-PIO, o/o Additional Chief Secretary Home has transferred the application of the appellant to the DGP under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act within the stipulated time as prescribed under the RTI Act. They are further submitting that as of now the enquiry in his case has also been completed, which was earlier stated that it is pending for investigation. They are also going to hand over copy of the enquiry report to the complainant which is otherwise not mandatory being a complaint case.

This is a complaint case and the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in its order dated 12.12.2011 in Civil Appeal Nos.10787 – 10788 of 2011 (arising out of SLP © No.32768-32769/2010) has held that while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005, the Commissioners have no jurisdiction to pass an order providing 
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for an access to the information.  As per the above decision of the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, the Information Commission has a power to receive and enquire into the complaint of any person who  has been refused access to any information requested under this Act (section 18 (1)(b)} or has been given incomplete, misleading or false information under the Act (Section 18(1)(e) or has not been given a response to a request for information or access to information within time limits specified under the Act (Section 18(1)(c)).

3.
In the complaint cases, it is to be seen whether the intention of the respondent-PIO is clear or not.  The respondent-PIO has given reply to the RTI application within stipulated time.  Hence, the complaint case filed in the Commission is disposed of and closed.  Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
