On the last date of hearing, held on, 05.07.2016, last opportunity was given to the respondent  PIO to supply the complete information to the Appellant.





Sh. Gulshan Kumar, who appeared on behalf of the appellant, Sh. Rajesh Mehra in today’s hearing, states that no information has been supplied by the respondent PIO so far. He also alleges that the respondent PIO is harassing the appellant deliberately and causing the delay in supplying the requisite information.

Neither  the respondent PIO nor his representative is present in today’s hearing.

After examining the documents placed on record, it emerges that the requisite 

information has not been supplied by the respondent PIO to the information seeker even after a period of one year.

In view of the above, PIO of office of Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana,
