ORDER

The judgment in this case was reserved on 02.09.2015.


The complainant-appellant, in the instant case, has filed a complaint against PIO of the Amritsar Development Authority, Amritsar (PUDA) alleging that he has not been allowed to inspect the relevant record. 


Brief facts of the case are that the complainant-appellant filed an application dated 26.12.2014 before the A.D.A, Amritsar seeking following information:-

1. How many illegal colonies declared by ADA, Asr. (PUDA) after 1995 in your jurisdiction of Distt. Amritsar?

2. How many NOC’s have been issued to Registry holder/Fard holders during last five years?

3. How many NOCs have been issued on the basis of Agreement holders for the last five years with Name and Area?

4. How many NOCs have been issued on the base of illegal colony promoters during last five years?

By letter dated 14.01.2015 the PIO-cum-Estate Officer, PUDA, Amritsar gave information relating to Sr. No.1.  As regards information at Sr. No.2 and 3, it was replied that no separate record of NOC is maintained on the basis of Registry holder/Fard holder or Agreement holder and total 6964 NOC had been issued from this office till 06.01.2015. As regards information of Sr. No.4, it was replied that NOC cannot be issued to the Promoters of illegal colonies but it can only be regularized on conditions.  

Vide letter dated 02.02.2015 the appellant again approached the PIO, A.D.A., Amritsar and stated that he was not satisfied with the reply and sought inspection of the relevant record.  By letter dated 18.02.2015 the department replied that the appellant can come at any time in office hours and can see the relevant record.   Thereafter, the appellant approached the First Appellate Authority stating that he approached the concerned officials on various occasions but he was not allowed to inspect the record on one pretext or the other.   The First Appellate Authority vide order dated 10.06.2015 rejected the prayer of the appellant on the ground that the information sought by the appellant is somewhat personal in nature.  Hence, the appellant has approached this Commission.  

Written submission has been filed on behalf of the respondent on 08.09.2015 and the same is taken on record.  I have gone through the record and a perusal thereof reveals that the written statement filed by the respondent is totally irrelevant and           ill-logical because it is nowhere mentioned that how the relevant information is personal in nature in the present case.  Even in the impugned order passed by the First Appellate Authority nowhere it is mentioned that how the relevant information is third party information.  It may also be pointed out here that while supplying some part of information the department had nowhere accepted that the said information is personal and instead they replied that no separate record of NOC is maintained on the basis of Registry holder/Fard holder or Agreement holder and total 6964 NOC had been issued from this office till 06.01.2015.  Further as regards information of Sr. No.4, it was replied that NOC cannot be issued to the Promoters of illegal colonies but it can only be regularized on conditions.   Further at one stage the department had itself allowed the appellant to visit their office for inspection.  

In view of the facts and circumstances of the case, the appeal is allowed.  The impugned order dated 10.06.2015 is set aside.  The respondents are directed to allow inspection of the relevant record to the appellant within 10 days from the date of receipt of a certified copy of this order. The appeal is disposed of and closed. Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
