I have heard the complainant, Shri Tarlok Singh, Senior Assistant deputed by the PIO/SMO, PHC, Mukandpur and also Dr. Narinder Singh at present posted as SMO, CSC, Uppra district Jalandhar.  He was earlier Senior Medical Officer at CHC, Mukandpur.

2.

The plea of the complainant is that he was furnished partial information by Senior Medical Officer, PHC, Mukandpur vide No.  3208 dated 27.8.2012.  This RTI case has been prompted due to internal conflict among the doctors and staff of PHC, Mukandpur.  It also appears that procedure under Section 11 and Section 8(1)(j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 has not been followed by the PIO.  The complainant alleges that the department is adopting a negative approach even to the extent of questioning his right to approach the Information Commission under the Right to Information Act, 2005.  Be that as it may be, since the mandatory provisions of Section 11 and 8(1)(j) have not been complied with, the case is relegated to the PIO of PHC, Mukandpur to re-decide the case pertaining to the balance information yet to be furnished to the information-seeker.  Decision in this regard is to be taken by the present PIO and not by earlier staff posted at Mukandpur, which may have been designated PIO in the past.  The PIO shall dispose of this case within one month of this order.  Thereafter, if the complainant still has any grouse, he is  free to file appeal against the decision of the PIO.  With this direction, the case is closed.

Under the RTI Act, the information is to be furnished as it exists. The relevant public authority which keeps the revenue record is Tehsildar, Batala.  Therefore, a direction is given to the Tehsildar, Batala to address the RTI request of the complainant dated 13.2.2012 transferred to him by the Sub Divisional Officer, (Drainage), Batala under Section 6(3) of the Act ibid.
