Shri Harbhajan Singh,  Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 29.05.2013 , addressed to D.G.P., Punjab Police, Chandigarh,   sought certain information on two  points regarding Inquiry Report No. 258/21-6-2012 by S.P. Crime,  Amritsar and copies of statements in Case No. 150/2011, Police Station, Tarn-Taran City. 
2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 03.09.2013  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 24.12.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on 26.02.2013  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.
3.

Shri Dilbagh Singh, ASI, Tarn-Taran submits a letter No. 7421/B, dated 05.03.2014 from S.S.P. Tarn-Taran  to the Commission, which is taken on record. In 
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the letter it has been stated that the inquiry conducted by S.P. Crime, Amritrsar is under consideration in the Crime Wing of Punjab Police at Chandigarh and as such Inquiry Report has not been received as yet, which is being asked for by the appellant in the instant case. It has further been stated that  the relevant file  is also with the Crime Wing at Chandigarh and a request has been made to them to  send the file back vide letter No. 5582/B, dated 18.02.2014 . 
4.

 Shri Ashwani Kumar, DSP(Crime) HQ submits a letter No. 1302/CR-2(2), dated 04.03.2014 from Deputy Inspector General of Police, Crime-cum-PIO,  which is taken on record. In the letter it has been submitted that the inquiry report conducted by SP/Crime Zonal Amritrsar has not been approved by the competent authority. As such it cannot be supplied as per section 8(1)(h) of RTI Act, 2005. Rather, in this case SSP, Tarn Taran has submitted the challan of the case in the Hon’ble Court and the case is under trial. Original inquiry report of SSP, Tarn-Taran, statements and other relevant documents are with the office of SSP, Tarn Taran. Applicant may kindly be directed to approach the office of SSP, Tarn Taran to seek the copy of report and statements of inquiry conducted by SSP, Tarn Taran.

It is very strange that the facts narrated in above said two letters, one from S.S.P. Tarn-Taran and other from DIG Crime are totally contrary to each other. Therefore, in these circumstances, PIO of the office of S.S.P. Tarn-Taran and the First Appellate Authority of the office of Additional Director General of Police(Crime),

Punjab, Chandigarh are directed to apprise the Commission of the factual position of the case on the next date of hearing so that requisite information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay otherwise punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would be initiated against the erring officers.

Besides, he   is directed to provide the complete information to the Appellant before the next date of hearing.
