ORDER
This complaint case was disposed of on 12.03.2015 on the assurance given by Sh.  

Raj Kumar, A. C. P. that the requisite information has already been supplied to the complainant, Ms. Veena Rani vide letter no. 2421 dated 25.10.2014 and again vide letter no. 23-A dated 21.01.2015.
In this case, Sh. Naveen Singla, D. C. P., Ludhiana, was PIO. A show cause was 

issued to him vide orders dated 10.02.2015 and his reply to the same was received on 02.03.2015 in the Commission vide Diary no. 5188. 
On the assurance given by Sh. Raj Kumar, A. C. P. that the requisite information 
has already been supplied to the complainant and after going through the contents of the reply of show cause, the show cause issued against Sh. Naveen Singla, D. C. P., Ludhiana was dropped.

On the hearing, held on 12.03.2015, the complainant, Ms. Veena Rani was absent 
without any intimation to the Commission.



A letter was received from the complainant, Ms. Veena Rani in the Commission vide Diary no. 7476 dated 24.03.2015. In that letter, Ms. Veena Rani alleges that in this case (C. C. No. 3324 of 2014) that wrong information has been supplied to him by the respondent PIO and she has got enough proof to establish the fact respondent PIO concerned has also misled the Bench with the motive to get this complaint case closed.


She also alleges that her case be reopened and penal action be taken against the erring respondent PIO concerned apart from ordering the respondent PIO concerned to supply the requisite information against the queries raised by her in her RTI request.
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In view of the above, the complaint case is reopened and notice was issued to PIO 
of office of Deputy Commissioner of Police, Jalandhar, to file status report regarding action taken by him on the RTI request filed by the applicant alongwith supporting  documents  as per official record 
Sh. Sahil, on behalf of  the complainant, Ms. Veena Rani, in today’s hearing, 
submits that wrong information has been supplied to the complainant by the respondent PIO.
Sh. Jagjit Singh, A. S. I., appeared on behalf of respondent in today’s hearing. 

After examining the documents placed on record, it emerges that the requisite 

information has not been supplied by the respondent PIO to the information seeker even after a period of six months.

In view of the above,  PIO - Naveen Singla, D. C. P., Ludhiana, will show cause 
under and under Section 20 (2) of the RTI Act, as to why disciplinary action be  not  recommended against him for willful delay in supplying the information to the RTI applicant. under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.



He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 
He is also directed to  file a status report regarding action taken by him on the RTI 

request filed by the applicant which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official record before or on the next date of hearing. A copy of the RTI request be sent to him alongwith this order through registered post  for his ready reference.
