Citizen can access only that information, which is held by or under the control of the respondent within the meaning of Section 2(j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005. 3.

The scope of seeking information under RTI is limited. When an information-seeker applies for seeking information, the same is given on the basis of the record held by a public-authority the matter comes to a close.  The respondent-department is not required to enter into further correspondence answering fresh queries.  The process under the RTI is not a continuous dialogue.
