The charge on transfer of Patwari Gurnam Singh given to Amar Nath, Patwari is also not entered in the field book on 01.06.1983 is also not entered in the field book.”



Complainant states that it is not possible that Khasra numbers in the series of 900 do not exist.  Complainant Sh. Ajit Singh also submits that he has got documentation proof of the record of village Chhappa.



In the last hearing, I had also issued a show cause notice to the SDM Tarn Taran-cum-PIO Sh. Bakhatawar Singh, PCS and had required his present in the court today.  However, none of the directions of the Commission have been followed.  No further explanation or information is provided to the complainant regarding the missing series of Khasra numbers, which shows defiance of the directions of the Commission. 


One more opportunity is provided to Sh. Bakhatawar Singh, PCS, SDM Tarn Taran-cum-PIO to be personally present at the next hearing and to provide necessary clarification regarding the missing Khasra numbers in the series of 900.  If Sh.
