The Commission takes serious view of such lackadaisical attitude of the respondent which is against the spirit of the provisions of the RTI Act. Before final decision is taken to impose penalty of Rs.25000/- upon the respondent and to award compensation to the appellant,  one more opportunity is given to the respondent-PIO to appear  in person  on the next date of hearing and explain the matter.
