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appellant’s grievance is that no action has been taken by the respondent on his petition/complaint as per the guidelines given by the Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs (Centre State Division) New Delhi, published vide No.15011/91/2013-SC/ST-W, dated 6th February, 2014 in regard to compulsory registration of FIR u/s 154 Cr.P.C. when the information makes out a cognizable offence. As a result of this, impartial enquiry should be conducted and FIR should be registered against the accused.

From the perusal of record and submissions by the parties, in view of the grievance of the appellant, it is observed that respondent has not followed the proper procedure with regard to his complaint.

I feel as the available information has been supplied to the appellant and to redress his grievance Commission cannot indulge in this matter and it is beyond the jurisdiction of the Commission. If he considers fit he can approach the appropriate court for redressal of his grievance.
