ORDER



Shri Arun Garg has submitted a written application received vide diary No.15461 dated 5.9.2012 stating that the information-seeker had received the information pertaining to her query No.1 listed in her application dated 18.3.2010.  However, appellant’s plea is that she has still not been informed about the relevant rules/instructions under which additional conditions were imposed in the parole granted to the prisoner.

The respondent has explained that the authority empowered to grant parole has an inherit authority to impose terms and conditions of the parole depending on the facts and merits of each case. Shri Baljinder Singh, Senior Clerk o/o Improvement Trust, Ludhiana submits memo No.LIT/6453 dated 5.9.2012 alongwith a copy of the sale-deed in favour of Dayanand Medical College and Hospital, Ludhiana and also copies of the allotment letters in favour of  Ms. Agya Wanti @ Rs.14.25 per sq. yards for Plot No.96-C, second in favour of Ms. Vidya Saini @ Rs.15.05 per sq. yards for plot No.80-C and another in favour of Smt. Lovleen Kaur @ Rs.13.00 per square yard for plot No.12-C all in Partap Nagar Scheme.  Plots to these private individuals are residential in nature and were allotted in response to the tender offer dated 16.8.1963.  Statement of Shri Baljinder Singh was also recorded.
