I have gone through the file and am of the view that complete information has been provided to the appellant except one point i.e. a copy of alleged registration fee paid for sale deed bearing no. 1327/1 dated 03.02.1998.  As noted above, respondent has presented copy of a letter No. 425 dated 12.05.2003 whereby necessary permission by the competent authority for destruction of records including the fee books for the period 23.04.1997 to 31.03.1998 has been accorded.  Therefore, no information on this point is to be supplied by the respondent. 



Reply to the show cause notice has also been received.  I have gone through the same and am satisfied that there was no malafide on the part of the respondent for the delay in supply of information sought.



Therefore, seeing the merits, the case is hereby closed and disposed of.
