ORDER



The Respondent states that the appellant is a dismissed employee of the Pb. Mandi Board and is habitually preferring RTI applications.  Till date he has filed legions of applications through which he has sought voluminous and irrelevant information. Usually he does not appear before the First Appellate Authority.  The Respondent says that his motive is to cause harassment to the department as he intends to settle scores with official of the Mandi Board out of frustration.  He has stated that the reply has been sent to the appellant vide their letter dated 29.06.2015, a copy of which has also been sent to the Commission.  He has brought along a list of 36 cases in which information has already been provided to the appellant.



In the instant case as in the others the appellant has submitted a representation to the authorities to take action against someone who has tempered with his service book without being specific and seeks information on the status of the action taken by the competent authority.  It is obvious that he is keeping the establishment of the Board busy by his wayward queries.

 

The appellant is undoubtedly misusing the RTI Act to settle score with his employer.  Obviously, these are vexatious applications and are not being preferred in public interest.  Such repeated applications by a disgruntled employee whose conduct has been found to be delinquent, adversely affects the functioning of public authority instead of helping and strengthening it and is contrary spirit of the RTI Act.  With the above observations the appeal is dismissed.
