This cannot be done, unless particulars of the individuals concerned are known.

 The appellant has not pleaded any public interest or cause in disclosure of the third party information relating to property matters.

In view of the above, I do not find any merit in the present appeal and reject the same.

(b)

Certified copy of the NOC granted by the said authorities as mentioned in Para No.3 a against the release of property which were pledged by the said authorities were released in the revenue record of the office of the Tehsildar by the Patwaris of the office of Tehsil and sub-tehsil, Khanna for the past four years”.

A perusal of these queries shows that he has not identified either the property No. or Khewat No. or Khasra No. or Jamabandi or the name of owner or the number and date of NOC etc., which may have been issued.  In the absence of details, the queries of the information-seeker are non-specific.  Besides, it involves third parties and notice has to be given to these parties under Section 11 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and this is not possible unless the names or the dates of transaction or other relevant particulars of third party are identified.  PIO naturally cannot proceed further in the matter, in the absence of these details.
4.

It is observed that the present information-seeker has filed two other cases bearing No. AC-876/2014 and AC-873/2014 seeking similar general information of a personal nature.  No public cause or interest in disclosure of such information has been pleaded or brought on record.  Hence, I have no hesitation in rejecting the present appeal, which was filed in the Commission on 5.2.2014.
