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After examining the documents placed on record, it is also found that the plaintiff  

through letter dated 06.03.2019 has mentioned Section 2 (f) of the RTI Act, 2005, which defines only 

meaning of "information".  

 Section 2 (f) of RTI Act reads as under ; 

 "information" means any material in any form, including records, documents, memos, 
e-mails, opinions, advices, press releases, circulars, orders, logbooks, contracts, 
reports, papers, samples, models, data material held in any electronic form and 
information relating to any private body which can be accessed by a public authority 
under any other law for the time being in force ; 

Section 2 (h) of RTI Act reads as under ; 

 (h)   "public authority" means any authority or body or institution of self- government 

established or constituted— 

    (a) by or under the Constitution ; 

    (b) by any other law made by Parliament ; 

    (c) by any other law made by State Legislature ; 

    (d) by notification issued or order made by the appropriate Government, and includes  

   any— 

      (i)  body owned, controlled or substantially financed; 

      (ii)  non-Government organization substantially financed, directly or indirectly by  

    funds provided by the appropriate Government ; 

 
After examining the documents placed on record, it is also found that the applicant   

has also not filed any reply/document to adduce evidence in support of his contention that the 

respondent institute i. e. ‘Baba Zorawar Singh, Co-operative House Building Society’ is ‘public 

authority’ within the meaning under Section 2 (h) of the RTI Act, 2005.  

As no cognizance is required to be taken in this case, hence the present case is  

disposed of and closed.
