Seeks information on three points regarding a notice dated  16.09.2013 u/s 25/26 of the Water (Prevention & Control of Pollution0 Act 1974 issued by Punjab Pollution Control Board, Zonal Office –I, Amar Plaza/LIC complex Near New Bus Stand, Ludhiana  to The Executive officer, MC, Ludhiana.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:- 


The representative of the PIO was unable to assist the Commission and the PIO neither supplied information nor submitted the response to the notice of the Commission. The Commission takes a serious note of it. 
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The PIO Mr. Balwinder Singh office of MC, Ludhiana is hereby issued show cause notice under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 as to why  penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on  him till the information is actually  furnished.  


 
   The PIO is directed to submit his reply in the form of affidavit giving reasons for delaying and denying the supply of requisite information to the applicant before the next date of hearing.



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the   imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail   himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 

   

  The respondent-PIO is further directed to be personally present with the reply of show cause notice along with the copy of information on the next date of hearing. 


The case is adjourned to 07.05.2014 at 10.30 AM.
