 under the general category whereas his son with respect to whom the copy of the service record is being sought, has been shown as a scheduled caste in one of the official papers shown to the Commission. 

The Commission has heard the case in detail and has also examined documents produced by the Appellants and has reached the conclusion that the case has a prima facie evidence of falsification of documents. To establish the truth, therefore, it is necessary that all the documents contained in his service book be made available to the Appellants. The Commission ordinarily would not have entertained the  request of the Appellant as the information related to the third party and being personal, the third party should be given notice in the interest  of equity but this is a case of an engineer who is handling important public affairs. Therefore, the matter is definitely in public interest and is covered by Section 8 (2) of the Act and warrants a thorough investigation.  

This being the case the respondents are directed to provide the appellant the certified copies of the documents comprised in the service book of the official under intimation to the Commission.
