The FIR is a matter between the State and the accused.  A private citizen has not right to access such information in view of exemption under Section 8(1)(j).  Respondent, in any case has furnished a copy of formal order passed by Additional Deputy Commissioner, Moga No.233/Reader dated 2.5.2013 vide which license No.181/DM/Moga of Shri Hardev Singh was cancelled.  Therefore, I do not find any merit in the present appeal to permit access to any record of the personal information of a third party.  The appeal filed in the Commission on 26.2.2013 is closed.
