Mrs. Manpreet Kaur, complainant vide an RTI application dated  1.1.2014, addressed to S.D.O.,  Punjab State Power Corporation, Ltd., (City), Gurdaspur,   sought certain information on 3  points, relating to  the application dated 26.11.2013, given by Manpreet Kaur d/o Late Shri Manjit Singh w/o Shri Amarjit Singh, pertaining to the  Meter A/c No. NF 54-2163W, S.No. 19912.


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 24.2.2014.   Now   this case has been entrusted to this bench for further hearing and accordingly the notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today. 

This case was last  heard by Mrs. Jaspal Kaur, State Information Commissioner, Punjab on  13.10.2014 , In that order it  has been mentioned that the  respondent stated that the record in question does not exist in their office. However, the respondent was not satisfied with the plea taken by the respondent. 

It is further observed that it is not that old record which can be misplaced or destroyed. It is  thus noted that total lackadaisical approach has been adopted by the Shri Ramesh Sarangal, PIO  cum Executive Engineer, , Punjab State Power Corporation Ltd., P.S.P.C.L(Urban) Gurdaspur, in providing the information to the applicant – complainant and information hence been denied to the applicant willfully and  without any reasonable cause.. 


As such, the Commission in the exercise of powers conferred on it,  under the provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005:-

i) Issues a show cause notice  to PIO cum  Executive Engineer, (Urban) Punjab State Power Corporation Ltd., Gurdaspur to explain in writing in the shape of an affidavit as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to the maximum of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon him for his failing to provide  the information to the complainant without  any reasonable cause  till date, despite of his filing  an RTI Application on  1.1.2014.  

ii)  He is  also afforded an opportunity of being heard on the next date of hearing, failing to avail the same it  shall be presumed  that  he has nothing to say and the ex-parte proceedings would be initiated against them.

iii)He is also directed to attend the Commission,  on the next date of hearing  with action taken report, written submissions, regarding RTI application, for its perusal by commission..

Shri Parvinder Singh Khamba ,complainant vide an RTI application dated 5.2.2014,   addressed to  the Superintendent Engineer/ D.S. cum PIO  PSPCL, Hoshiarpur vide Memo No. 343 dated 5.9.2014, sought certain information on 6 points.  


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 22.3.2014. 

This case was earlier heard by Mrs. Jaspal Kaur, State Information Commissioner. In her last order dated 15.10.2014 , she has directed  the respondent PIO cum Deputy Chief Engineer Operation Circle PSPCL Hoshiarpur to explain the matter as to why the information has been delayed and accordingly  a detailed reply has been filed by Deputy Chief Engineer O/P Circle, PSPCL, Hoshiarpur, vide Memo No. 25859, dated 31.10.2014. Now this case has been entrusted to this bench for further hearing and accordingly the notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today. 

The perusal of the reply filed by PIO o/o Deputy Chief Engineer O/P Circle, PSPCL, Hoshiarpur, reveals that as per the order dated 23.6.2014 passed by First Appellate Authority  was clearly in the knowledge of the complainant that the information was received by his entire satisfaction. As such the respondent has acted bonafidely through out and there is no delay on the part of the respondent PIO and the complainant himself create delay on his part as the said officer/complainant intentionally, knowingly and with malafide intention deposited Rs. 100/-  through B.A. in the office of Central Store Pathankot, where as the information pertains to the office of PIO at Hoshiarpur.  More so the fee deposited by the applicant was very much on the higher side and the fee of Rs. 10/- was required to be deposited and Rs. 90/- could not be adjusted under any head or account. the said amount of Rs. 100/- was returned to complainant with the directions to despot the requisite fee for RTI application.


During the hearing of this case today, Shri Gurdev Singh Nagi, Additional Superintendent Engineer, Mahalpur,  appearing on behalf of  earlier PIO  cum Deputy Chief Engineer, Operation, Hoshiarpur, stated that there is no intentional and willful delay on the part of  the department in providing the information. 

On the other hand, Shri Parvinder Singh Khamba, files a reply/rejoinder to the reply given by Shri Jagmohan Singh, PIO cum Deputy  Chief Engineer, O/P Circle, PSPCL, Hoshiarpur, now Deputy Chief Engineer, Enforcement, Shakti Sadan, Jalandhar.  He further stated that he has not received any information till date. 


As such Shri Jagmohan Singh,   PIO cum Deputy  Chief Engineer, O/P Circle, PSPCL, Hoshiarpur, now Deputy Chief Engineer,  Enforcement, Shakti Sadan, Jalandhar, is  directed to appear before the commission for personal hearing to explain the matter as to why the point-wise information   has not been provided to the complainant till date.  

Shri Gurdev Singh Nagi, Addl. Superintending Engineer, Punjab State Power Corporation, Ltd., Hoshiarpur is directed to depute some Senior Officer with a copy of information which has been supplied to complainant for perusal.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 18.3.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on 16.9.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for  18.11.14.


Shri B.S. Pathania, presents a Memo of Appearance on behalf of  Shri Amit Dhawan who has been authorized by the Respondent – School to appear on its behalf before the  Commission.   It is further observed that the appellant neither appeared before the Commission nor filed any  written submissions as to whether he has received the information in this case or not.   


As such, both the appellant and the respondents School  i.e. Principal.  Ekam Public School,VPO Mehatpur, Parjian road,Tehsil Nakodar, Distt. Jalandhar  were directed to file  their written submissions on or before the next date of hearing with a copy of the same to the other  party so that rejoinder, if any, by any of the parties could be filed well in time and the case was adjourned to  4.12.14  for further hearing.


However,  on 4.12.14, neither the appellant nor Shri B.S. Pathania, advocate representing    respondent.- School filed  written  submissions.  Even neither appellant nor any one appeared on his behalf.


As such both   the appellant and the respondent-  School  i.e. Principal.  Ekam Public School,VPO Mehatpur, Parjian road,Tehsil Nakodar, Distt. Jalandhar were afforded last opportunity to file their written submissions in support of their contentions.  It was also directed that  failing  to file written submissions it would be presumed that they have nothing to say and the  ex-parte proceedings would be taken and the case was adjourned to today.


During hearing of this case today, Shri B.S. Pathania, advocate appearing for  Ekam Public School, VPO Mehatpur, Parjian road, Tehsil Nakodar, Distt. Jalandhar handed over to the Commission written submissions filed by him on behalf of the respondent - Ekam Public School, VPO Mehatpur, Parjian road,Tehsil Nakodar, Distt. Jalandhar.


However, it is observed that despite hearing this appeal case on 18.11.14, 4.12.14 and today, neither appellant appeared before the Commission nor deputed his authorized representative to defend the appeal case.   Appellant even neither filed any written submissions in support of  his contentions, nor ever communicated with the Commission despite the fact that on the last date of hearing i.e. on 4.12.14 it was made clear that failing to file written submissions ex-parte proceedings would be taken. 


From the above noted facts, it is evident that the appellant is not interested to pursue his case.   Hence, without going into merits of this appeal case, the same  is dismissed in default.
