  Shri Rajpal is present on behalf of Shri Jagwinder Singh, complainant/applicant 

and he submitted an authority letter, which is taken in the file of the Commission.  I have gone 

through the RTI application filed by the complainant-applicant.  No one has come present on 

behalf of the PIO.   

  So the PIO, O/o SGPC Amritsar is directed that he should personally come 

present on the next date of hearing and file reply to the complaint filed by the complainant-

applicant.  In case of non compliance of the Order of the Commission, strict action will be taken 

against the PIO.
