He also states that the respondent-Public Information Officer has supplied the mis-leading 
and wrong information pertaining to work undertaken during the lock down period i.e. 
from 23th March 2020 to 17th May 2020. A request has also been received from the 
complainant through email dated 5.2.2020 in this regard, which is taken on record.  
3. However, the respondent-Public Information Officer states the muster roll No.2072 
was issued from 16.3.2020 to 25.3.2020 but the attendance was marked as present only 
from 16.3.2020 to 21.3.2020 and the same is marked absent from 22.3.2020 to 25.3.2020. 
Regarding muster roll No. 2138, the respondent-Public Information Officer states that the 
same was issued from 20.3.2020 to 30.3.2020 but the attendance is marked as present only 
from 20.3.2020 to 21.3.2020 and same is marked absent from 22.3.2020 to 30.3.2020 which 
clearly shows that no work was done after 21.3.2020. He has sent the copies of muster 
roll(s) to the Commission, which are taken on record. She also states that the said muster 
roll are issued only in the month of May 2020 as the same were permitted vide Ministry of 
Health and Family

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Welfare, Govt. of Punjab Vide No. MD/NHM/2020/3151(R)3156(R) dated 26.4.2020 and the 
same muster roll(s) are also available on the website of the Ministry of Rural Development, 
Govt. of India.
